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Description of your creative economics lesson/ project.

This is a group project that allows the students to creatively demonstrate the
understanding of specified economic terms and concepts through analyzing the life of
a United States entrepreneur. In groups of 3 -4 students write a script that depicts the
contributions that a United States entrepreneur has made to society. After the script
is written the students produce a video, play, or puppet show (using their script as the
text) to show to the class.

This group activity is designed as a cumulative home project that is an
assessment of the economic terms and concepts that have been studied during the
year. The project takes up to five weeks and is divided into two distinct parts, script
writing and video production. Although most of the project is done outside of school
hours it needs to be closely monitored by the teacher with instructions on organization,
planning, writing, and correct use of economic terms and concepts.

If students do not have access to video equipment the project can be altered so
that scripts can be performed in the classroom. If the performance is in the classroom
less time is needed in producing the script and more time is needed in the classroom

to perform in front of the class.
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List of the economic concepts and content addressed in the project.

in the script and video: capital resources, consumers, cost of production,
economic wants, entrepreneur, human resources, natural resources, opportunity cost,

production, profit, raw materials, supply, and demand.

The viewer should experience the following in the video: (1) Why the person
is important (2) The entrepreneurs economic contribution that was made to the U. S.

(3) Personal details about the entrepreneurs life.

(1) Describe how the role that supply and demand, prices, incentives and profits have

played in determining what the entrepreneur produced and distributed in the American
market system.

(2) Explain and illustrate how values and beliefs influenced the entrepreneur’'s
economic decisions in producing their product.

(3) Show the effect that changing technologies and communications had on the

entrepreneur’s product.

Entrepreneurs: A list supplied by the teacher is given to the students to choose from.

Each entrepreneur can be selected only one time.
